In 2002, the farmer organisation Asociacién de Cafiicultores
Organicos de la Zona Central (ASOCACE) was established
with the support of PRONATEC. Today ASOCACE represents
the interests of about 200 farmers and 500 harvesters.

Product

The Departamento Central, Paraguay has ideal conditions for
growing sugar cane. It rains often, so no artificial irrigation is
necessary.

Sugar cane (saccharum officinarum) belongs to the botanical
family of grasses. It is a perennial plant and is usually harves-
ted five times within a period of 5 years before the yields dec-
line. After a year of recovery for the field, the plant is replaced
(newly planted). It takes about 12 months after the harvest to
reach full maturity.

Sugar cane is generally harvested from May to November.
The stalks are filled with a soft, fibrous, sugar-storing pulp.
The juice pressed from the sugar cane forms the basis for a
series of natural products.
